2. Shabby chic French-style double bed frame.

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1. It had a little photo of some delicious looking cookies by the description in search results, and lots of good reviews.
2. I clicked on a website with a url that was highly related to my search (made me think the website would be full of relevant inspiration – www.frenchbedroomcompany...) first, and then went back to the search results and clicked on a Gumtree listing because it had a picture I liked next to it, plus price and location (all of which matched my ideal criteria).
3. I saw videos and various articles in the search results, and ended up clicking on an article on a website with the root url www.breastcancernow.org because I didn’t want to watch anything with sound and felt like there’d be lots of relevant info at that website.
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1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tried out the recipe, liked it, went back and pinned it to Pinterest for later. Browsed some of the other recipes on the blog, and pinned a few more for later, followed the blogger on Pinterest.
2. Pinned a few high-end “dream” beds to my Pinterest board for inspiration and to come back to later (one day when we have lots of money to spare!), then when I found the Gumtree ad I contacted the owner right away to enquire about making a purchase, and whether we could pick up the bed that weekend.
3. Read the article, found it really helpful. Saved it to a secret Pinterest board called “Health”.
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1. Because the cookies were delicious and I wanted to make them again!
2. The beds I found initially were too expensive, but very beautiful. The bed I found the second time around was ideal and exactly what I was looking for. 
3. It was a really helpful and informative article with diagrams and lots of info, including what to expect when you go to the GP for a check. I wanted to be able to come back to it at a future date if I ever had any worries about my breasts and wanted to refer back to the info on symptoms and changes to look out for if I needed to. It’s not something I really wanted to pin to my main/public Pinterest boards, though.
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1. I had to convert the amounts from American cups into English grams, which was a bit annoying. It would be easier if it had the conversions already there in the cups/grams format.
2. The prices of the beds on the aspirational website were all jumbled up, so it was hard to see what the most affordable option was… it would have been easier if there’d been some way to sort price from low to high, or some logic on why the beds were listed in the order they were. Though, it was really helpful to have lots of photos, some close ups, and a video of each bed once you clicked on, and info about payment plans etc. In terms of the Gumtree ad, it was super helpful to have all the info right there in the search results, so that I knew exactly what I was clicking through to (especially because Gumtree can be very hit-or-miss as a website… very jumbled up). 
3. No – it was so helpful and clear, with bullet points, checklists, diagrams, and covering what to expect/next steps if you do find anything unusual. It also had clear navigation and easy links to
